Normally a first or second class Bachelors degree from a recognised Cameroon University.

English Language Requirement Undergraduate: [ELTS 6.0, TOEFL paper based 550, TOEFL ibt 79, UK O level/GCSE/Cameroon
O level grade C, or other equivalent recognised English qualification.
Postgraduate: [ELTS 6.5, TOEFL paper based 560, TOEFL ibt 83, UK O level/GCSE/Cameroon O
level grade C, or other equivalent recognised English qualification.
