Note: All Postgraduate Taught Applications are assessed for qualification for the Overseas Scholarship. Applicants are advised at the time of their conditional offer if they are successful, not successful, or if further information is required. Should further information be required, applicants are advised to complete this application form.  

International Postgraduate Scholarship 

International Postgraduate Scholarships are available to postgraduate taught (Masters) applicants and are worth half the tuition fees (e.g. 50% discount on fees, between £3,490 and £4,990). International Postgraduate Scholarships are awarded by the decision of the University Committee and are based on academic merit plus demonstrable social and community involvement. 

Criteria for International Postgraduate Scholarship: Applications are welcome from international students who have achieved high academic results in their ﬁnal degree grade and can demonstrate high academic achievement, active university, society and community involvement, and future aspirations to enhance the social and economic development of their home country. This may include academic achievement, involvement in activities in your previous university/community/work place, any charity or volunteer work, plus how you intend to become involved in university life and Liverpool Hope University. 

How applications for International Postgraduate Scholarships are judged: International Postgraduate Scholarship applications are awarded on submission of the International Scholarship Application Form and relevant supporting documentation. Particular attention is taken to the applicants social and community involvement. The applications are reviewed in the month after the deadline by the Liverpool Hope University Student Finance Committee. 

 

How to apply for an International Postgraduate Scholarship: Applicants must hold an offer of admission for a Liverpool Hope postgraduate taught degree programme and complete the International Scholarship Application Form with supporting documentation. 

Overseas Scholarship – Undergraduate and Postgraduate

Overseas Scholarships are awarded on the basis of academic merit. Overseas Scholarships are available to both undergraduate degree and postgraduate (Masters) degree applicants. For undergraduates, the award is worth up to £3,000 (that is £1,000 award per year subject o satisfactory academic progress); for postgraduates, the award is worth £1,000. The number of Overseas Scholarships available is unlimited. 

Criteria for Overseas Scholarship - Undergraduate: Applications are welcome from international students who have achieved, in aggregate, ﬁrst class marks in their higher secondary education. 
Criteria for Overseas Scholarship - Postgraduate: Applications are welcome from international students who have achieved ﬁrst class results in their ﬁnal degree classiﬁcation. 

How applications for the Overseas Scholarships are judged: Applications are judged on the basis of the application to your chosen programme of study plus supporting documentation. 

How to apply for Overseas Scholarship: Applicants are assessed on the application to the chosen programme of study plus supporting documentation. At the initial stage there is no need to complete a separate application form. However, should further information be required (for example, final certificate), applicants are required to complete the International Scholarship Application Form.
Country / Faculty Specific Scholarships for International Students
Occasionally country or faculty specific scholarships are available. This application form can also be used for such scholarships. You must state on the application form the name of the scholarship. 
Scholarship Applicants must hold an offer of admission for a Liverpool Hope degree programme and complete the International Scholarship Application Form with attached documentation (e.g. copy of final degree certificate and academic reference). 

International scholarships are open only to students paying full international tuition fees; citizens of the UK and EU are not eligible.

The Overseas Scholarships and the International Postgraduate Scholarship are deducted from the standard tuition fee and student will be invoiced for the net tuition fee due.

Advice on how to complete the International Scholarship Application Form 

* Please complete all the details, including your name, contact details, student number and qualifications. Applications with missing details will be automatically rejected. 

* Please attach the relevant supporting documents (e.g. copy of final degree certificate and academic reference).  Applications without the relevant supporting documentation will be automatically rejected.

* For applicants for the International Postgraduate Scholarship: the application form asks you to 'please indicate why you think you should be considered for an International Postgraduate Scholarship and how you think this would benefit you in your programme of study'. This is the most important part of the application form and will be carefully judged by the University Committee. 

* To answer this question try to include details that cover all the criteria: academic achievement/results, involvement in activities at your previous university, community work and your contribution to society, charity/volunteer work you've done, and your future aspirations and how you will contribute to the social and economic development of your country. You should also include how you intend to become involved in university life at Liverpool Hope. 

* If you are awaiting your final results, you are still able to apply. Please state 'pending results' in the qualification section. You must submit your results when they are available.  

* Liverpool Hope University reserves the right to award a scholarship only after careful consideration of an applicant’s qualifications and verification of authenticity.

International Scholarships – Terms and Conditions

Students applying for one of these scholarships must meet the conditions stipulated below.

1. Fee status must be ‘international’. UK and EU students are not eligible for these awards.

2. The selected programme must be at least one year’s duration and lead to an award of Liverpool Hope University.

3. Students must not be in receipt of a scholarship or award from any other institution or person.

4. Where stipulated their application must be received by Liverpool Hope University by the closing date. Students must also have paid any required tuition fees by the dates scheduled.

5. All scholarships offered are subject to satisfactory academic progress, and those who have been awarded will be expected to act as an ambassador for the University and from time to time help with University activities (e.g. open days, applicant days or other international marketing activities). 

6. In the case of the Vice Chancellor Scholarship, the Foundation Scholarship and the Overseas Scholarship these will be awarded annually for a maximum of three years. For the International Postgraduate Scholarship the award will be made for one year only.

7. Candidates may only hold one Liverpool Hope University scholarship. For example, students are not permitted to hold both a Foundation Scholarship and an Overseas Scholarship. 

8. Students who successfully receive a Pre-payment discount are not excluded from being recipients of a scholarship.

9. Students who are in receipt of an International Postgraduate Scholarship are not entitled to the 20% fee discount that is offered to current Hope students who progress to postgraduate study.
10. Holders of a Mission and Values Scholarship will not be eligible for a discount.

11. Holders of a Tibetan Scholarship will not be eligible for a discount.

12. Foundation Scholarships are only open to students registered at institutions with which Hope has special links and/or signed a Memorandum of Understanding. Please contact the International Office at Liverpool Hope University to ascertain the status of any institution.

13. The University is unable to provide feedback on unsuccessful scholarship applications. 

14.  In the event of an applicant deferring their entry point, any scholarship awarded will be kept open for 12 months only. 
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
