How can Bookshare help me? 

Bookshare is useful for looking for a specific book or author, but it can also be used to search for books on a particular subject by using key words or terms that 

best describe your topic.

Getting started 

Go to https://www.rnibbookshare.org/cms/ 

 

 

Logging in     

Select Log in. 

 

 

Sign in using the RNIB Bookshare username and password recently emailed to your Hope gmail account. 

 

Click on Login.
